Note: The $200,000.00 in General Obligation Bonds issued on May 29, 2009 pursuant to a Town
Meeting authorization on September 9, 2009 (the “2009 Bonds”) were issued to pay for costs of
improvements to West Road. The improvements to West Road cost less than anticipated due to cost
savings resulting from due-diligence of on site project management, and thus there is now $84,475.94 in
excess or unallocated proceeds of the 2009 Bonds. The 2009 Bonds are payable as follows:
